cases and how they can be referred to courts.

Legal clinics is a street law clinic (i.e. raising the public awareness), where students get educated about contemporary = :
legal issues that concern the larger society, and assist in its dissemination to the public through public awareness
sessions. Legal clinics have three important components: the classroom component (law and IT students), education
component (the topic addressed by the clinic should be part of the learning process, cognitive and skills) and the
society component (where the clinic should provide community services free of charge).
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The LC program started at the School of Law since 2008, it covers many topics that concern the day-to-day life of the
public, topics include issues relating — but not limited — to: refugees' legal status in Jordan, human trafficking, women
and children rights (with special attention to young marriages), fundamental and constitutional rights, labor laws and
laborers' rights'and cyber law and cybercrimes in Jordan.
